(Bhai Pheru Mal was devotee of a Hindu goddess and used to visit the shrine of Vaishno 

Devi (a place of worship , in India) every year. Bhai Pheru Mal died in 1526 when Lehna 

was only 22 years old, so  assumed  all the family responsibilities. By this time the family 

had already settled at   Khadoor Sahib and set up a grocery shop thereȣȣȣȣȢyears passed 

like this).
